Yesterday was the last day for proposed initiatives to qualify for
the June primary election. Three state constitutional amendmen
and two statue measures made it on the ballot. Here is what yg
will be voting on:

Prop 13: Property Tax: new construction exclusion: seismic ret-
rofitting.

Prop 14: Top-Two Primary Elections: Open Primaries

Prop 15: Political Reform Act of 1974: California Fair Elections
Act 2008

Prop 16: New TwoThirds Requirement for Local Public Elec-
tricity Providers

Prop 17: Allows Auto Insurance Companies to Base Their Prices
in Part on a Driver's History of Insurance Coverage

The CFRW will be reviewing these measures and will make ou
voting recommendations in the coming months. Watch for this|
information in upcoming Capitol Updates.
