CFRW OPPOSES Prop 14,

This proposition will be on the June Primary Ballot. The decep-
tive act may look like a good idea to the uniformed voter, so it i
imperative that our members get involved and educate the citit
zens of California. One of our Legislative Analysts, Joan Clende
nin, analyzed this bill for us. Her analysis is as follows:

1. Known as the ATop Two Pri
woul d provi-demfoatadfipot e
for each state elective office and congressional office in
California in which a voter may vote at the primary
election for any candidate for a congressional or state
elective office without regard for the political party
preference disclosed by the candidate or voter.

iTop

Allow a candidate for a congressional office or state
elective office to choose whether to have his/her politi-
cal party preference designated on the ballot.

Prohibit a political party or party central committee
from nominating a candidate for congressional or state

Require that the two candidates receiving the highest
vote totals for each office at a primary election, regard-
less of party preference, would compete for said office
in the general election. Political parties are prohibited
from having the name of their preferred candidate com-
pete in the general election for a veteminated office
other that a candidate who is one of the top two highest
vote-getters at the primary election. Conversely, a po-
litical party may not prevent a candidate of that party,
who patrticipated in the primary election, from a posi-
tion on the general election ballot.

a multiparty, multicandidate field. Under this measure, the
nominees from all political parties, including multiple candidates
from the same party, compete against each other in a single pri-
mary battle. With only the top two vetgetters advancing to the
November General Election, those two candidates could be from
the same political party and rarely would a thyaty or inde-
pendent candidate be among them. Under this top two system,
Democrats could be forced to either vote for a Republican in
many races, or not vote at all. Likewise, Republicans could be
forced to vote for Democrats. That is not choice, not democratic.
